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The Fontaine SmartConnect system is not a 
replacement for the driver’s required pre-trip 
visual inspection of the fifth wheel and “tug 
test” and does not negate the need for the 
driver to follow all federal, state, and local 
laws and ordinances. The SmartConnect 
system is also not a replacement for the 
maintenance requirements and instructions 
found in the Fontaine user manual. Read 
and follow all product instructions before 
installation, use, and performing maintenance.

Section 1 – The Fontaine  
SmartConnectTM System

This literature is intended to provide information 
on the installation of Fontaine Fifth Wheel’s 
SmartConnect system that is available for use 
with 6000, 7000 and 7000CC series fifth wheels. 
Fontaine’s SmartConnect system indicates the 
state of the fifth wheel lock by monitoring the 
position of the fifth wheel's secondary lock using an 
electronic sensor. [Note that the SmartConnect 
system DOES NOT detect the position of 
the kingpin or the locking jaw relative to the 
kingpin. This will continue to require driver 
inspection as per DOT pre-trip inspection 
requirements.]  After the coupling event, lock 
status is then provided to the driver via an LED 
indicator that is located on the side of the fifth 
wheel. The LED display on the side of the fifth 
wheel illuminates green upon successful coupling 
(locked) or red to warn the driver that the fifth wheel 
is not successfully coupled (unlocked).
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Section 2 - Connecting the SmartConnect 
System to your tractor

The basic aftermarket installation will require a 
Fontaine Fifth Wheel KIT-SC-PWR to connect the 
fifth wheel to the tractor cab. This kit will be used 
to supply power from the tractor’s main fuse panel 
to the SmartConnect System. There is no CAN 
bus functionality to the tractor with this cabling 
option. If a truck manufacturer has integrated 
the system into their in-cab displays, a different 
cable and connectors may be needed and will be 
supplied by the truck manufacturer. Refer to the 
operator’s manual or truck manufacturer for the 
relevant information.

! WARNING
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Connect the power harness to the fifth wheel 
and route the power harness cable:

1.	 Locate the SmartConnect connector under 
the skirt of the fifth wheel or at the air tab 
of the slide base as shown below. The 
harness connector will connect to this fifth 
wheel side connector when installation is 
complete.

NOTE: If you received a SmartConnect 
replacement top plate that includes an 
installed coiled power cable for mounting 
to a sliding fifth wheel mount, follow these 
procedures for installing the coiled cable onto 
the slide base:

1a.	Remove the retainer clip closest to the pull 
handle of the fifth wheel to free the slide mount 
connector end of the coiled cable.

1b.	Secure the retainer clip onto the slide mount air 
tab as shown

1c.	Connect the truck power harness to the slide 
mounted connector

Install the power harness into the fuse panel 
of the vehicle:

3.	 Locate the fuse panel on your tractor. Common 
locations may be as shown below:

•	 Select a fuse that is on a truck ignition circuit.

•	 Remove the selected fuse from the panel if a fuse 
is installed.

•	 Insert the removed fuse into the add-a-circuit 
fuse tap.

2.	 Route the SmartConnect power harness cable 
along the chassis and into the cab of the 
tractor:

	 a.	 Uncoil and detangle the power harness.

	 b.	 Route the power harness cable along 
		 existing wiring routes under the chassis 
		 and 	secure the cable with zip ties a 
		 minimum of every 16 inches.

	 c.	 Locate existing access holes in the floor of 	
		 the cab to pass the power harness into 		
		 the cab.

			  •	 Ensure that the cable is located to avoid 	
			  foot traffic and being bent or crushed.

			  •	 A rubber grommet should be used in the  
			  access hole to avoid cable contact with 		
			  sharp metal edges.

	 d.	 Route the harness behind the dash and to 	
		 the fuse box of the tractor.

			  •	 Ensure that the cable does not interfere 		
			  with other components.

			  •	 Loop excess cable and secure with a 		
			  zip tie behind the dash or trim of the 		
			  cab interior.

Note when routing the cables:

Ensure that the coiled cable is routed away 
from tractor drive components and potential 
pinch points during operation. Avoid contact 
with sharp edges and heat sources. Do not 
stretch the cable harness or put tight bends 
in the cable when routing. 

Ensure that there is adequate slack in the 
power cable to accomodate fifth wheel 
articulation and movement. 

On a slide base assembly, do not run the 
coiled power cable inside the coiled air 
tubing, ensure that the power cable coil is 
free to expand and retract when sliding the 
fifth wheel on the chassis.

The positive wire of the power cable must be 
fused. An un-fused power cable may over-
heat and lead to vehicle fire.

! WARNING
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•	 Insert the add-a-circuit fuse tap into the selected 
fuse slot oriented as shown in the diagram below.

•	 Attached the ground wire to an existing ground 
stud or with the provided self-tapping screw.
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4. Connect the fifth wheel connector and turn 
the tractor ignition to the “ON” position. The 
SmartConnect should respond with a red light if the 
fifth wheel is open or a green light if the fifth wheel 
is closed on a kingpin within 10 seconds of ignition 
power on.

	 This completes installation of the Fontaine 
SmartConnect System for power and ground 
connection within the tractor fuse compartment.
